MISSION APPEAL FROM THE

ARCHDIOCESE OF

TORORO - July 11 & 12

The Archdiocese of Tororo, found in the Eastern part of Uganda has about 4 million people, of whom a little less than half are
Catholics. We have 52 parishes, each of which has 20 mission churches on average, served by 130 priests. Therefore, each priest
serves about 10,000 Catholics, and visits each village for Mass and the sacraments every couple of months. As the Church of
Christ, our mission is to bring Jesus to people, spiritually through the Word and Sacrament, but also through carrying out the
corporal works of mercy. Like your own priests and ministers, our priests and catechists celebrate the sacraments, teach catechism
and nourish the spiritual lives of the people in the churches. And together with the dedicated religious sisters and brothers, they run
schools, orphanages, hospitals and provide clean drinking water, support to the peasant farmers and especially the care of girls
and women, who are often neglected in many communities. When my parishioners pray the Lord’s Prayer and say, “Give us this
Day, our daily bread,” they are asking not just for the Body and Blood of Christ, but also that the Lord provide for their daily needs
of clean water, food, medicine, education and shelter. Like most low-income countries, the average income of our parishioners is
rather limited, about $1,000 per family per year, which comes mainly from small-scale farming. Yet despite their meager resources,
the people support this work of the Church to the best of their ability. But we have far more needs than local income is able to
support. That is why we are extremely grateful that your diocese and parish invite us to make this appeal to you. We are grateful to
have you as our brothers and sisters in Christ and in mission. How can you help us? What exactly does your donation do for our
mission? - $20 buys a mosquito net or two for the kids in the schools as well as in our hospital wards. - $50 pays for a month's
tuition, room and board for one of our 300 high school seminarians. - $100 buys a bicycle for a catechist, who travels to the main
church to bring back communion for their Sunday communion service. - $1,000 pays for a year’s formation for one of our 50 major
seminarians. - $3,000 buys a scooter for a newly ordained priest - $5,000 buys a motorbike suitable for a mountain parish
- $10,000 provides a village with a well for clean drinking water Pope Saint Paul VI once said that there are two types of
missionaries; there are those who go to the missions in person and there are those who go through their support. Thank you for
being missionaries through your prayerful and financial support. Be assured of the prayers of the Ugandan people, who come to
know Jesus in his Word and Sacraments, whose lives are made a little better materially, because you who already know Jesus,
help us to help them.

dellUganda, conta circa 4 milioni di abitanti, di cui poco
meno della meta € di fede cattolica. Abbiamo 52 parrocchie,
ciascuna delle quali comprende, in media, 20 chiese
missionarie, servite da 130 sacerdoti. Di conseguenza, ogni
sacerdote assiste circa 10.000 cattolici e visita ogni villaggio
per la Santa Messa e i sacramenti all’'incirca ogni due mesi.
Come Chiesa di Cristo, la nostra missione & portare Gesu
alle persone, spiritualmente attraverso la Parola e i
Sacramenti, ma anche attraverso il compimento delle opere
di misericordia corporale. Come i vostri sacerdoti e ministri,
i nostri sacerdoti e catechisti celebrano i sacramenti,
insegnano il catechismo e nutrono la vita spirituale delle
persone nelle chiese. Insieme alle suore e ai religiosi,
gestiscono scuole, orfanotrofi, ospedali e forniscono acqua
potabile, sostegno ai contadini e, in particolare, assistenza
a bambine e donne, che in molte comunita vengono spesso
trascurate. Quando i miei parrocchiani recitano il Padre
Nostro e dicono: “Dacci oggi il nostro pane quotidiano”, non
chiedono solo il Corpo e il Sangue di Cristo, ma anche che
il Signore provveda ai loro bisogni quotidiani di acqua pulita,
cibo, medicine, istruzione e alloggio. Come nella maggior
parte dei paesi a basso reddito, il reddito medio dei nostri
parrocchiani & piuttosto limitato, circa $1.000 a famiglia
allanno, e proviene principalmente da piccole attivita
agricole. Eppure, nonostante le loro scarse risorse, le
persone sostengono quest’opera della Chiesa al meglio
delle proprie capacita. Ma abbiamo molte piu necessita di
quante il reddito locale sia in grado di sostenere. Ecco
perché siamo estremamente grati che la vostra diocesi e la
vostra parrocchia ci invitino a rivolgervi questo appello.
Siamo grati di avervi come nostri fratelli e sorelle in Cristo e
nella missione. Come potete aiutarci? Cosa fa esattamente
la vostra donazione per la nostra missione? - Con $20 si
acquista una zanzariera o due per i bambini nelle scuole e
nei reparti del nostro ospedale. « Con $50 si coprono le
spese per un mese di retta, vitto e alloggio per uno dei nos-
tri 300 seminaristi delle scuole superiori. * Con $100 si ac-
quista una bicicletta per un catechista, che si reca nella
chiesa principale per portare I'Eucarestia per la funzione
domenicale. « Con $1.000 si finanzia un anno di formazione
per uno dei nostri 50 seminaristi maggiori. * Con $3.000 si
acquista uno scooter per un sacerdote novello. < Con
$5.000 si acquista una motocicletta adatta a una parrocchia
di montagna. ¢« Con $10.000 si fornisce, a un villaggio, un
pozzo di acqua potabile. Papa San Paolo VI disse una volta
che esistono due tipi di missionari: ci sono coloro che si
recano personalmente nelle missioni e ci sono coloro che lo
fanno attraverso il loro sostegno. Grazie per essere
missionary attraverso il vostro sostegno spirituale ed
economico. Siate certi delle preghiere del popolo ugandese,
che impara a conoscere Gesu nella sua Parola e nei
Sacramenti, le cui vite sono rese materialmente un po
migliori perché voi, che gia conoscete Gesu, aiutate noi ad

aiutare loro.

Nas leituras deste 13° Domingo do Tempo Comum, cruzam-se
varios temas. No geral, os trés textos que nos sdo propostos
apresentam uma reflexdo sobre alguns aspectos do
discipulado. Fundamentalmente, diz-se quem ¢é o discipulo (é
todo aquele que, pelo baptismo, se identifica com Jesus, faz de
Jesus a sua referéncia e O segue) e define-se a missdo do
discipulo (tornar presente na histéria e no tempo o projecto de
salvagéo que Deus tem para os homens).

Apelo Missionario da Arquidiocese de Tororo - 11 e 12 de julho
A Arquidiocese de Tororo, situada na parte oriental do Uganda,
tem cerca de 4 milhdes de habitantes, dos quais pouco menos
de metade sdo catélicos. Contamos com 52 paréquias, cada
uma com uma média de 20 igrejas missionarias, servidas por
130 sacerdotes. Assim, cada padre serve cerca de 10 000
catoélicos e visita cada aldeia para a Missa e os sacramentos de
dois em dois meses. Como Igreja de Cristo, a nossa missao €
levar Jesus as pessoas - espiritualmente, através da Palavra e
dos Sacramentos, mas também através das obras de
misericérdia corporais. A semelhanga dos vossos proprios
padres e ministros, os nossos sacerdotes e catequistas
celebram os sacramentos, ensinam a catequese e alimentam a
vida espiritual das comunidades. E, juntamente com as
dedicadas irmas e irmaos religiosos, gerem escolas, orfanatos,
hospitais e asseguram 0 acesso a agua potavel, o apoio aos
agricultores e, em especial, o cuidado das raparigas e das
mulheres, muitas vezes marginalizadas nas suas comunidades.
Quando os meus paroquianos rezam o Pai Nosso e dizem “O
pao nosso de cada dia nos dai hoje”, ndo pedem apenas o
Corpo e Sangue de Cristo - pedem também que o Senhor
proveja as suas necessidades diarias de agua potavel,
alimento, medicamentos, educacao e abrigo. A semelhanca da
maioria dos paises de baixo rendimento, o rendimento médio
das nossas familias é bastante limitado - cerca de 1 000
délares por familia por ano, proveniente sobretudo da
agricultura de subsisténcia. Ainda assim, apesar dos seus
parcos recursos, 0 povo apoia esta obra da Igreja com o melhor
que tem. Mas as nossas necessidades ultrapassam em muito o
que as receitas locais conseguem suportar. E por isso que
somos imensamente gratos por a vossa diocese e pardquia nos
convidarem a fazer este apelo. Sentimo-nos abengoados por
terdes aceite ser nossos irméaos e irméas em Cristo e na missao.
Como pode ajudar? O que faz concretamente a sua oferta pela
nossa missao? <20 doélares compram uma ou duas redes
mosquiteiras para as criangas das nossas escolas e enfermari-
as hospitalares. *50 dolares pagam um més de propinas,
alojamento e alimentagdo para um dos nossos 300 seminar-
istas do ensino secundario. <100 ddlares compram uma
bicicleta para um catequista, que se desloca a igreja principal
para levar a comunhdo ao servico dominical da sua
comunidade. *1 000 délares pagam um ano de formagéo para
um dos nossos 50 seminaristas maiores. <3 000 dblares
compram uma motorizada para um padre recentemente
ordenado. *5 000 doélares compram uma moto adequada para
uma pardéquia de montanha. +10 000 délares constroem um
poco de agua potavel para uma aldeia. O Papa Sao Paulo VI
disse um dia que ha dois tipos de missionarios: os que vao pes-
soalmente as missdes e os que vao através do seu apoio.
Obrigado por serem missionarios através da vossa oracgao e do
VOSSO apoio generoso. Ficai assegurados das orag¢des do povo
ugandés, que encontra Jesus na Sua Palavra e nos Seus
Sacramentos, e cuja vida melhora um pouco materialmente
porque vOs, que ja conheceis Jesus, nos ajudais a ajuda-los.
